"Water! Water every where, but not a drop to drink!" 
Maybe you have read the "Ancient Mariner"; maybe not. Whether you have or haven't, the gist 

is you can't drink sea water and live too long. 
You can't live too long without fresh water, either. The majority of people know that, but yet, they 

waste millions of gallons yearly. With the United States' population at 300 million - and increasing daily 
- how many gallons of water are wasted by this demanding populace? More than should be. Everyone 
should be aware of water conservation and try to conserve it. 

One unconscious waste of water that readily comes to mind is waiting for hot water before 
stepping into the shower. Another along the same line: getting hot water for washing dishes. And with 
the modern dishwasher, gallons are used ... much more than is necessary to cleanse the dishes. 

We're not in dire need of water yet, but to supply our growing population, water is a precious 
commodity that should not be wasted carelessly. There are little things that we can do in our daily 
routines to help conserve water. The easiest is to catch water in a pot or a clean, plastic milk jug when 
we turn on the faucet to wash dishes. Set the water aside and later make ice cubes or block ice for a 
future bowfishing trip. Store the cubes and blocks in plastic bags and store in the deep-freezer until you 
are ready for a trip. Catching shower in a small tub works also, but that is a hassle. Right? Yep, it is! 

Or, set the plastic jugs of water aside and use the water for house plants, replace the bow 
fishes's water; fill the bird bath in the backyard; make sugar water for a hummingbird feeder; fill the 
pet's water bowl. I am sure that all of us can think of many ways to save and to use water. 

Save the water for rinsing bow hunting clothes, caps, and bowfishing lines after they have been 
washed in soapy hot water. Then, pour the rinse water on the yard's shrubbery. An industrious person 
could make a worm bed and keep it damp using the rinse water. How about saving the water for sun-
heating, portable showers? 

How much water does a dripping faucet release in 24 hours? Gallons! 
How many gallons swirl down the drains while brushing our teeth with the faucets wide 

open? Or, while shaving, gentlemen? 
Another parallel, but unasked question, is why waste the zillions (That's a bunch!) of plastic 

water bottles thrown in the trash or tossed along our highways? Surely there are fertile minds who 
will develop the technology to profit from these plastic discards. 

Freshwater is the bowfishing's paradise. Let's not pollute, misuse, or waste it carelessly. 
Enjoy the wonderful sport of bowfishing but be careful while on the water. Obey the state laws 

and be a lawful bow fisher. Good luck and allow for light refraction.
